DiscoverEU is an EU initiative giving 

18-year-old EU citizens from all backgrounds 

the opportunity to travel around Europe, learn 

from other cultures, build new friendships 

with fellow Europeans, and explore their 

European identity. Organised for the first 

time in 2018, young people embraced the 

opportunity with enthusiasm.  

Around 916,000 young 
people applied for the 212,700 
travel passes available over 	

seven application rounds in 2018, 2019, 

2021 and 2022. 
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DiscoverEU is now part of the Erasmus+ family. In the context of the European 
Year of Youth 2022, 82,700 tickets were awarded to young lucky winners who have 
the opportunity to explore Europe by rail. DiscoverEU aims to be greener, digital 
and more inclusive. The learning dimension of DiscoverEU is enhanced thanks to 
Erasmus+ National Agencies, which hold pre-departure information meetings and 
Meet-ups for all participants across Europe. Additionally, the DiscoverEU Inclusion 
Action aims to reach young people with fewer opportunities by working with 
specialised organisations in the field. DiscoverEU winners also now benefit from a 
Discount card, which give them access to more than 40,000 discount opportunities 
related to culture, transport, accommodation, food and many more. The next round  
of DiscoverEU applications will open in March 2023!

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Following its success during the pilot phase 
as a European Parliamentary Preparatory 
Action, DiscoverEU has been integrated into 
the Erasmus+ Programme, as of 2021. This 
will allow more young people to benefit from 
travelling with DiscoverEU during the six years 
of the programme. The European Commission will 
organise two rounds of applications in 2023. The 
expected budget for 2023 is €33 million.
